Yes - we strive to offer high quality Toubkal ascents (particularly winter/technical) and give

our clients something different from the bigger, international travel ¢ ompanies.  Sensitivity to
the local environment and Berber culture is of the utmost importance to all of us. We have a

relatively small client base - the result of this is that we get to know most of them (and
